ARTS & ACTIVITIES

Art (gr.K-2)(gr.3-6) will provide opportunities to use a variety of media and techniques in creative expression.  Is art class your favorite part of school? This course gives you art class every day!

Cartooning (gr.3-6) will give students techniques to create their own characters and comic strips. Do you have an idea for a cartoon character?

 COMPUTER
